HOUSTON, Texas ---      Free medical, dental and vision screening, representing government and private agencies will again be the features of the 6th Annual Lions Share Health Fair, sponsored by the Houston Millennium Lions Club and partners.

To the Millennium Lions Club, as one of its humanitarian and civic projects, they consider the health fair as an opportunity to bring to the populace who are not covered by health insurance to take advantage of knowing or preventing their ailments before they are grave enough to cause their poverty or even death.

There are some 41 million Americans having no health insurance coverage.

As the saying goes “An ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure.”

“The health fair is not a dole out or having a stigma of it, but a help also to stamp out any spread of any disease”,  Dr. Josier Nisnisan , HMLC president and medical director of the fair said.

Free mammography will be available but it is their requirement to have your doctor’s order.

Partners are Texas Association of Philippine Physicians, Philippine Nurses Association of Metropolitan Houston, Philippine Association of Medical Technologists, M. D. Anderson Cancer Center, Harris County Hospital District, Methodist Hospital(stroke screening), District 2S2 and Sugar Land Lions Club which will do glaucoma screening, along with several health and medical providers which render services for free.

Solidarity Lodge 1457 of the Masons will also sponsor a blood drive in conjunction with M.D. Anderson Blood Center while a member of People Caring for the Community, Inc.(PCCI) will discuss and provide materials for living will.

Last year, some lawyers provided pro bono advice on legal problems, including immigration issues.

This year’s Health Fair chairman is Domingo Fernandez, president-elect while Dr. Nisnisan, is medical director, along with Nurse Emee Nisnisan, health coordinator.

Volunteers should register with HMLC to be assigned particular duties and be given volunteer work hours and certificates.

Food and giveaway providers are also welcome, other than Fiesta, Wal-Mart and West Visayan Circle.
